from Reception to Year 6 (all with equal opportunity to 

engage with it) are on a journey to build character, self-worth 

and confidence so that they are happier, resulting in healthier 

living. 

 

Six year 5 children that have recently participated in My 

Personal Best have had opportunities to discuss the 

importance of resilience and have had opportunities to 

develop their ‘healthy me’, ‘social me’ and ‘thinking me’.   

 

Year 5 have also been able to showcase leadership skills, 

such as team work, communication and organisation. They 

have had a positive influence on KS1 children who have 

engaged with their lunchtime activity club. 

 

All of the above initiatives have provided increased physical 

literacy opportunities for our children, and these are in 

addition to the progressive curriculum we offer, our varied 

competition calendar (aspire, inspire and celebrate), outdoor 

adventures and Forest School sessions. 

 

As a school, children have been exposed to more competition 

through the VRSSP membership and the ne Trust Cup which 

we participated in this year. Competition fosters excellence, 

and this exposure to competition is increasing resilience and 

character building within our children.  

There has been a real positive vibe across the school 

around the Commando Joe’s initiative. Children have 

shared their experiences with their parents and there is a 

real interest and community feel around Commando 

Joe’s. Lots of parents have been taking an interest in the 

intervention and are regularly heard commenting and 

questioning their children on what they have completed in 

the sessions.  

All classes eagerly anticipate each session and have 

bought into the concept of Commando Joe’s. 

As well as this, post sessions, teachers are encouraged to 

debrief with the children about what skills they’ve 

developed and challenges they’ve had to overcome as a 

team and as individuals. Children are confident to 

complete the missions and regularly have to overcome 

challenges across which develop skills that are 

transferable to the classroom and to activities in their life. 

 
The Play Maker Award has proven to be a hit with Year 5 

who have showcased their leadership skills throughout the 

course and have led small groups at lunchtimes ensuring 

children who are least physically active have an 

opportunity to increase their activity levels in a more 

structured approach.
